Reporting to the Director of Corporate Services the incumbent is one of two senior 
financial managers with full accounting authority for the department of Education in 
Nunavut.  The incumbent is responsible for the administration and implementation of the 
current year’s budget cycle, Business Plan and Main Estimate document development.  
The incumbent ensures that appropriate and effective internal and financial controls are in 
place consistent with the Financial Administration Act, Generally Accepted Accounting 
Procedures, the Education Act and departmental procedures.  Together with Controller 
School Operations, this position establishes budgetary guidelines and determines resource 
requirements consistent with the Education Act, Financial Administration Manual and 
departmental procedures. 
 
The successful candidate should have a professional accounting designation (CA, CGA, 
CMA), with a minimum of 5 years progressive accounting experience or a Bachelor of 
Commerce or Business Administration Degree with experience accounting or finance 
major, along with at least 7 years of progressive senior accounting experience.  You 
should be comfortable in a computerized work environment and proficient in the use of 
word processing and spreadsheet software.  Strong writing skills are essential and the 
ability to communicate in Inuktitut/ Inuinnaqtun would be an asset.  Knowledge of Inuit 
language, communities, culture, land and Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit is an asset. 
 
Equivalencies that consist of a combination of education, knowledge, skills and abilities 
to formal education and experience requirements will be considered 
 
This position is excluded from the Nunavut Employees Union and has a salary of 
$101,868.00 per annum, plus a Northern Allowance of $15,016.00 per annum.
