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Northern Premiers meet with Minister Cannon

Premier Eva Aariak today released the following statement:

Minister Lawrence Cannon, and my fellow territorial colleagues from the Northwest Territories
and the Y ukon, Premier Roland and Premier Fentie.

This meeting provided an opportunity to voice the perspectives of Nunavummiut directly to our
federal government prior to the March 29, 2010 meeting between Arctic foreign ministers from
the Arctic Ocean Coastal states, including Canada, Denmark, Norway, Russia and the United
States.

During this afternoon’s discussion, | clearly outlined our Government’s position. The issues
which dominate the agenda of the Arctic Council are inherently the challenges and priorities
facing Nunavut. Our territory is looking forward to the near future when Canada will chair the
Arctic Council and | am hoping one of the meetings of the council will be held in Nunavut.

| emphasized to Minister Cannon that Nunavut must be consulted on all matters that affect our
jurisdiction. Nunavut is not a frontier: it is our homeland. The territories will continue to support
increased efforts by Canada to strengthen relations with our Arctic neighbors to help ensure that
our circumpolar interests remain a priority area for multilateral cooperation.
