He was a man who showed strength. He showed the world that one man can make a
difference. He made enormous personal sacrifices for the betterment of his people from which
the world gained strength.

The world is a lesser place today with the passing of Nelson Mandela; his inspiration will
continue to strengthen the world for many years to come."
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
